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From the Director
Dear Chamber Singers:
The time to consider your participation 
next year is upon us.  While I assume 
all of you who are graduating this year 
will not be returning, and all of you who 
are not graduating will be returning, 
there are other things to consider as 
well.

Voices United Festival Chorus or 
Youth Honor Chorus (mixed voices – 
middle school through grade 9). --This summer event has 
an April 15 application deadline.  Those of you in grades 7 – 
9 next year are eligible to audition for the Youth Chorus.  
The audition is quite simple and is done by  making a 
recording.  The Festival Chorus application requires no 
audition, but does require a recommendation from Mrs. 
DuBose.  Now is the time to get that application completed 
since often the voice parts which fill up first are already  half 
full.

Camp Counselors – Please check the newsletter calendar 
for our camp dates and be prepared to let us know if you will 
be available to volunteer as a counselor this year.

Musicianship Class – Some of you will be required to 
enroll in musicianship next year.  This decision is based on 
your individual evaluation results, especially  whether you 
can sing your part correctly  when singing in a quartet, and 
whether you can sight sing the example given to you.  The 
best way to avoid this assignment is to practice these skills 
from now  until evaluations in May.  On the plus side, if you 
think you want to pursue music in college, and want to 
improve your musicianship skills these classes can be very 
helpful.

Musicianship Intern – Those who score the highest on 
their evaluation scores are invited to teach.  Those singers 

will receive a call from Mrs. D or Ms Ann inviting you to be a 
teacher.  We will be teaching more students next year 
because all Training Chorus students will be required to 
enroll in musicianship starting next Fall.  That means we 
may  need more teachers.  Teachers are usually 10 – 12 
graders but 9th graders who have the musicianship and are 
good communicators have been teachers in the past. Often, 
those who teach improve their own musicianship in the 
process.  Teachers must be reliable, willing to spend some 
time preparing each week to teach the lesson, and patient 
with our younger singers who want to learn to read music. 
(Paid positions)

Conducting Intern – Will you be a senior next year? Are 
you thinking of perhaps majoring in music education in 
college?  If so, you might want to be a conducting intern.  
Most of you know what that means but may  want to speak 
with this years’ interns to find out what the expectations are.  
(No pay, but intended to be a valuable learning experience).

Office Assistant – Singers in the chorus may work in the 
office throughout the year filing music, setting up packets of 
music, collecting information for the data base, setting up for 
camp or helping to put away  camp materials at the end of 
the summer.  Need a little extra cash for a trip, to buy  a gift, 
or for prom clothes? This is really  pretty  easy  money  doing 
what you know  best. Chorus stuff.  (If you think you would 
be interested in working in the office, please contact Lee at 
officemanager@fredcc.org.)

Give all of this some thought now so you are ready  with 
your answers.  And don’t forget to practice.
