





Little Music Makers Concert!

On Tuesday, December 1st our fall
session of Little Music Makers makes its
performance debut in the sanctuary of the
church at 5:30pm. We have a very
talented group of young singers this year
and we are excited to present a program
of seasonal songs. Matt Thomas will be
directing some of the songs at this
concert too - so come out to show him
your support!

We need Chamber Singers to help. We will need a camera
person to video tape the performance, a still photographers, and
two people to hand out programs. We encourage as many
others to attend the concert as possible to supports our newest
performers. If you are a sight reading teacher, encourage your
children to come early that day and attend the concert before
going to musicianship. If your students join us at the concert,
make sure you sit with them and keep them quiet and remind
them of good concert etiquette and behavior. We look forward
to seeing you there to support your fellow singers!

Concert Attendance

Please, please, please! be sure to put our dates on all your
family calendars! There is nothing more frustrating to our staff,
and stressful to the other singers, than to find out after parts
have been assigned and music is mostly learned that half the
alto section “can’t make it” to the concert. Even the loss of ONE
VOICE can significantly alter to the balance of the voice parts
as developed in rehearsals throughout the semester. It also
disrupts the line-up and seating of singers, and stresses
everyone involved in one way or another.

Last minute emergencies like a death in the family or a serious
physical injury or illness are the only excused absences from a
concert, unless requested months in advance. If you know, now,
that one of these dates conflicts with an activity that you have
already scheduled, please let us know so we can make the
necessary adjustments to voice-part balance before we begin to
learn our parts. Otherwise, we expect all children to be in
attendance at every concert currently on the schedule.

If you run into a situation where you have a conflict come up
with one of our concerts, we expect you to decline the other
activity. You have signed a contract with the chorus and with
each other to attend, participate, and support one another at
each scheduled event. When you break that contract, you are
breaking your word. We'd like to teach all our students how
important it is to your success to keep your word by starting with
your commitment to the chorus. Thank you for your
understanding and cooperation!

Singers who miss mandatory rehearsals for any reason other
than a graded school concert will not be permitted to sing the in
the concert. Singers who have an approved school conflict must
notify Mrs. DuBose no less than two weeks before the

mandatory rehearsal.

About Our Calendar

Please note: Chamber  Singers
: rehearse every Sunday, including some
e e 24 school holiday weekends. The
“alle Children’s Chorus and Musicianship
101-102 Class also meet every Tuesday
including some school holidays. We
also may rehearse on a snow day if the
weather improves by late afternoon. If you are uncertain,
please call our office number (301-845-2451) and check
after 2pm on Sundays and 4pm on Tuesdays. If there is no
message regarding cancellation, you may assume we are
practicing. We will not return calls asking if there is a rehearsal.
Rehearsal information will also be posted on the homepage of
our website.

Students should check their school calendars as soon as
possible and make sure they have no conflicts with the
dates of school concerts and theater productions, athletics,
etc. It is difficult to maintain an active and responsible chorus
membership when you are also rehearsing and performing in
numerous other productions, or playing on a club sports team at
the same time. Please do not over-schedule yourself. Your
vocal health is very delicate. Consult your private voice teacher
before adding another singing activity.

Remember, the only excused absences for mandatory
rehearsals on concert week are for GRADED school choral,
band or orchestral concerts. You should notify us in writing as
soon as you receive notification of the conflict. This does not
include talent shows, sports, dance recitals, school plays or
musicals which are OPTIONAL.

Likewise, if you are involved in an athletic activity, school
or league play, you may need to adjust your schedule or
notify your coaches of your commitment to the chorus and
dates when you will be unavailable.

Practice Reminder

We expect you to arrive to each rehearsal prepared for the
materials on your practice schedule. Please contribute to the
positive atmosphere we hope to maintain in FCS rehearsals by
practicing before each rehearsal and arriving with your music
and pencil ready to go!

Rehearsal Attendance Reminder

1. Be sure to arrive on time. If you are late, check in at the
attendance table or with the directors to see that you were
marked present after the rehearsal is over.

2. Singers may miss a total of two (2) rehearsals between
September 1st and the December 12th concert. lliness or
family conflicts are good reasons to miss a rehearsal.

3. Remember, the only excused absences for mandatory
rehearsals on concert week are for GRADED school choral,
band, or orchestral concerts. You should notify us in writing as
soon as you are aware of the conflict. This does not include
talent shows, sports, dance, recitals, school plays or musicals,
which are OPTIONAL.

4. We may also rehearse on a snowy day if the weather
improves by late afternoon. If you are uncertain, please call
our office number (301-845-2451) and check after 4pm on
Tuesdays, and after 2pm on Sunday. Or check our website
homepage (www.fredcc.org) for updates.

5. If you have an emergency on the night of a mandatory
rehearsal, please call Mrs. DuBose’s cell phone immediately -
301-524-1132.
